GrantSelect is the online version of the GRANTS Database which identifies approximately
10,000 public and private programs provided by more than 4,000 sponsoring organizations that
disperse grant dollars. Funding opportunities range from pure research grants to arts programs,
biomedical and health care research, community services programs, children and youth
programs, K-12 education funding, international programs, and operating grants for nonprofit
organizations. Each record includes contact information, sponsor name and address, subject

terms for related searches, and the type of sponsor (federal agency, foundation, research
institute, etc.).

different matches in GrantSelect).
